Important MCAS Reminders

It is important for students to arrive
at school on time on testing days. All
MCAS tests are untimed, so in order
to give students as much time as
possible, testing begins as soon as
possible in the mornings.

Please do not schedule students for
appointments on testing days. If stu-
dents arrive late, they will not be able
to start the test and will have to take
it on a make-up day. If students start
taking a test, it has to be finished
that day, thus students cannot be
dismissed early. Make-up dates are
available, so if your child is ill, he/she
should stay home to rest and get
better.

Parents/guardians should talk with
their children about MCAS. Encour-
age them to take their time and do
their best. Make sure they eat break-
fast and get a good night’s sleep.

Absence Call-In Procedure

Please provide the following informa-
tion when calling the Jefferson
School’s Attendance Line at 508-541
-2120 when your child is absent from
school: Student’s name, classroom
number or teacher’'s name, and date
of absence only ... Please do NOT
leave the following information: Re-
quests for homework, messages for
classroom teacher or for Solutions
personnel or confidential medical
information ... Please speak to the
nurse directly ... We encourage par-
ents/guardians to call the nurse any
time they have concerns about
symptoms or an illness. Specific rea-
sons to call the nurse: A new medi-
cal diagnosis, or a change in your
child’s health status (i.e. the diagno-
sis of an allergy, a newly prescribed
medication), any change(s) in a cur-
rent medication, a serious injury
such as an illness or hospitalization,
a fracture, sprain, stitches, cast or
need for crutches/wheelchair, a con-
tagious disease such as chicken
pox, flu, strep throat, whooping
cough (pertussis), salmonella, mea-
sles, etc..., if there are any recent
changes in your family that may af-
fect your child; such as, a birth, re-
cent loss, or sudden iliness. If your
child is absent for an extended pe-
riod of time with atypical symptoms
for a prolonged period of time do not
hesitate to call the nurse to share

As computer technology continues to grow and change, it is important that we educate our children not only on how to
use technology, but how to avoid the problems that inevitably come with it.

Whether it is online predators, bullying, or theft, the challenge today is teaching children about safety on-line, so that
they can enjoy the benefits that the Internet provides and simultaneously stay safe. You would never let a stranger won-
der into your house uninvited, yet everyday this potential exists via our computers. It is estimated that 1.7 billion** peo-
ple have access to the internet worldwide, that is approximately 25.6** of the world’s population. This amount of people
using the internet has grown 380% since the year 2000. How fortunate we are that we posses technology that allows us
to communicate with people from around the world instantly. Unfortunately, with the benefits come the costs. There is
no way for us to police everyone on the Internet, and no way to be sure about their motives.

Parents are the first line of defense for their children’s safety. Many resources are available to aid parents/children with
the Internet Safety process. Guidelines for on-line safety are crucial. Below are some basic tips for parents to get things
started.

Tips for Parents:

1. Computers should be placed in a common area of the home where monitoring can take place. 2. Talk to your children
about Internet Safety concerns in a positive way and give them the opportunity to make safety resolutions that you can
both live with (Example; How much time can be spent online? Are chat rooms permitted?).* 3. Explain to your kids that
they should never give out personal information (Example; name, address, phone numbers, school name, etc.). 4. En-
courage your children to bring anything strange or upsetting to your attention and don’t overreact when they do (fear of
losing Internet privileges is why kids don't tell parents about problems — and why they may start surfing the web some-
where else).* 5. Know who your child is interacting with online, who friends are and what sights may be visited. 6. Moni-
tor the sights that the child is visiting. 7. If your child belongs to a social networking site (MySpace, Face book, Tagged,
Xanga, etc.) look closely at what information has been posted in the member profiles and blogs including photos and
videos. Predators, bullies, profanity and threats often occur in these types of sites.* 8. Explain to children that they
should never download or install software without first checking with you. Explain to them that certain files could hurt the
computer. 9. Internet Accounts should always be in the parent’'s name. Parents should maintain the primary email ac-
count and be in charge of all passwords and parental controls. Kids should never share their passwords with anyone
other than their parents.* 10. Notify police if someone your child met online starts calling, sending gifts, or trying to lure
your child from home. * *Web Wise Kids (www.webwisekids.org) **Internet World Statistics, www.internetworldstats.com

Knowledge is key in helping children to navigate the World Wide Web. Remembering that these are children we are
talking about is incredibly important. The rise in Cyber Bullying is staggering. With easy access and virtual Anonymity
the injury that is being inflicted on kids today is mind boggling. Knowing who your children are interacting with on line
can save them from irreparable damage as well as avoiding other harmful problems such as identity theft.

The technology we have at our fingertips today is amazing, but with the unimaginative benefits comes responsibility.
Talk to your kids, stay informed and help them enjoy the incredible resource the internet can be.

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Using Newspapers for Math:
Find the following math-related items in the paper: fraction, decimal, average, percentage, ratio.

Search the classified section to find out how much each line costs. Then find the longest classi-
fied ad in the paper. How much would the advertiser pay? Try this with other ads.

Look through the newspaper and find 10 different ways numbers have been used. Cut these out
and paste onto your paper. Label each of the ways numbers have been used.

Read the "help wanted" ads and find a job that lists a salary. Calculate the following: hourly
wage, daily wage, weekly wage, monthly wage, annual wage and wages earned over a three
year period.

Compute savings on sale items or in grocery ads.

Select three apartments for rent listed in the classified ads. 1) Compute the total annual rent for
each of the three. 2) Determine the average monthly rent based on the three apartments you
have chosen. 3) Determine which of the apartments appears to be the better choice and explain
why.

Plan a meal for a family of four. Use the grocery ads to compute the cost of the meal.
Find and clip numbers of the same size and paste them to a paper plate to make a face clock.
Can you find any examples of numbers used to tell time in the newspaper?

Choose an article in the newspaper and have students circle and all numbers included. Classify
the numbers as fractions, even or odd numbers, currency, percentages, efc.

List temperatures in the weather information from lowest to highest. Figure medians, averages
of an area. Find the difference between selected cities lows and highs. Make a line graph of
temperatures. Convert Fahrenheit to Celsius.

Compute the average age of death from the obituaries or percentage of educational TV shows
or percentage of news versus ads in the newspaper.

Use a grid to enlarge a cartoon character.

Make a number line from numbers cut out of the newspaper. Use this number line to solve addi-
tion and subtraction problems.

Find the average cost of renting a 1, 2, and 3 bedroom luxury apartment for a month, a year and
for five years. List your reasons for classifying the apartments as "luxury."

Find the numbers of the pages in section A of the newspaper. Turn from page 3 to page 10.
How many pages are between page 3 and page 107
Find different geometric shapes in the newspaper. Color each shape a different color.

Using the newspaper, cut out advertisements or pictures from the paper that show the use of
mathematics (for example, a pair of shoes-size requires math). Cut out 10 different advertise-
ments or pictures and paste them on your paper.

Use a grocery ad from the newspaper. Choose five items that you would like to eat. Cut them
out of the paper along with the price and then add up the total cost for all the items.

Make sets from newspaper photos and illustrations, i.e., one boy, two girls, etc.

Special Education News

Finally, Spring is here! This is a very busy time of year in the Special Educa-
tion department! Spring is a time when many of our students are getting ready
to transition from the ECDC and other Pre-schools to Kindergarten and from
Jefferson’s Grade 5 to Remington Middle School for next year. We are busy
planning and holding lots of transition meetings so students and parents/
guardians will feel as comfortable as possible in moving from one setting to
another.

Spring is also the time of year when all of our Grade 3-5 students participate in
MCAS testing. If you have younger children you may not realize that all stu-
dents, even those with a documented significant disability, participate in MCAS
testing. Some students require certain accommodations due to the nature and
severity of their disability, while other students do not require any special ac-
commodations at all in order to demonstrate their knowledge and skills on this
curriculum based assessment. A very few students with more significant dis-
abilities participate in MCAS by demonstrating their competence on curriculum
standards via producing a very specific full year portfolio to document their
mastery of individual skills. All of these decisions are decided by the student’s
IEP TEAM, which includes parents/guardians, General Education and Special
Education staff. Students have been so well prepared by their General Educa-
tion teachers and Special Education service providers during the course of the
year. We are very excited to see how well they have done come the Fall when
this year’s scores are released.

Finally, Spring is also a time when parents/guardians are beginning to think
about what they can do to help their children maintain their progress over the
course of the summer. There are so many fun, yet educational games and ac-
tivities that can help children to hold onto all the wonderful progress they have
made during the school year. Next month, | will highlight some thoughts about
activities that parents/guardians might like to consider for combing some edu-
cational/fun summer enrichment.

Your Special Education Rights

A basic understanding of the special
education process and the laws that
govern that process are critical to a
parent’s ability to work in partnership
with schools on behalf of their stu-
dent with special needs. All Massa-
chusetts school districts are required
to provide, in cooperation with their
Special Education Parent Advisory
Council, an annual workshop on the
rights of students and their parents
and guardians under state and fed-
eral special education laws. This
presentation allows schools to meet
that regulatory obligation, and gives
participants the information they
need to participate meaningfully in
educational programming decisions.
Ellen Chambers, from SpedWatch,
will give this presentation.
