Special Education News 

I am often asked by parents and guardians to recommend books about various 

disability topics that they can read either for their own reference or for their 

children to read. During the next few months I will highlight some books that 

deal with common topics that you might be looking to explore. This month, I 

will highlight some books you might want to look into related to Attention Deficit 

Disorder (ADD), both with and without Hyperactivity (ADHD). This is not in-

tended to be a comprehensive list at all- just a sampling of some books that 

have been recommended by students, staff and parents.   

Some helpful books for parents/guardians: 

Driven to Distraction by Ed Hallowell- the classic book which explains the com-

mon signs and symptoms of ADD/ADHD 

Answers to Distraction also by Ed Hallowell- which is presented in a question/

answer format for parent/guardian reference 

The Gift of ADHD: How to Transform Your Childôs Problems into Strengths by 

Laura Honos-Webb- this book helps parents to see the many positive traits 

that are associated with ADHD 

Late, Lost, and Unprepared: A Parentsô Guide to Helping Children with Execu-

tive Functioning by Joyce Cooper-Kahn and Laurie Dietzel-contains lots of 

practical strategies for success in school/life 

Books for children: 

80HD: A Childôs Perspective on ADHD by Dr. Trish Wood- a childôs perspec-

tive on living with ADHD 

Eagle Eyes: A Childôs Guide to Paying Attention by Jeanne Gehret-will likely 

appeal to younger children 

Cory Stories: A Kidôs Book about Living with ADHD by Jeanne Kraus- will likely 

appeal to younger children 

Hank Zipzer series- a series of approx 15 books by Henry Winkler which fea-

ture a main character who has ADHD and his many adventures- 3rd-4th grade 

readers seem to love these. 

Rainy by Sis Deans- a story of a young girl who is learning to deal with life with 

ADHD- will likely appeal to upper elementary children.

Dive into Reading: The 2010 Reading Program 

We are very excited to begin our annual mid-year reading program! For those new to Jefferson, 

each year we offer students the chance to participate in a supplementary reading program. We 

choose a theme and three locations around the globe to ñvisitò as part of our program. An as-

sembly is held during the last week of January to kick off the program, then brochures with all 

the information are sent home with students. The program runs for the months of February, 

March, and April.  

Students in grades 1-5 may read any books or magazines they choose, and parents/guardians 

are encouraged to read aloud to their children as well. All reading counts toward the childôs total 

number of pages read for each month. At the end of each month, the children return a ticket 

(found in the brochure) to their teacher to receive credit for participation. Children who partici-

pate for at least one month are invited to attend the Reading Celebration in June. Children who 

participate for all three months receive a new book of their choice. The new books are distrib-

uted in June as well.  

The program works differently for kindergarten students. We strongly encourage all parents/

guardians to read aloud to kindergarten children and for the children to have the opportunity to 

look at and read books themselves. However, since we know many kindergarten students are 

not quite ready to read on their own just yet, and since all kindergarten teachers read books 

aloud every day, kindergarten students receive full credit for participation.  

This yearôs theme is ñDive into Readingò and we are visiting three diverse seas around the 

globe. Our first stop in February is the Coral Sea, in Oceania (off the coast of Australia). In 

March, we visit the North Sea off the coasts of Norway and Denmark. Finally, in April, we travel 

to the Dead Sea, which is located in the countries of Israel and Jordan. Shortly, our upstairs 

bulletin board will contain many interesting facts about these three seas and the larger ocean in 

general. On the main bulletin board in the school lobby, we will be asking students to sign their 

names as a pledge to participate in the program. Please check out our reading program bulletin 

boards when you visit the school. 

There is one new element to the reading program this year. At the end of each month, all stu-

dents who have turned in their tickets (and all kindergarten students) will have their names en-

tered into a raffle to win a $5 gift certificate to Barnes & Noble. There will be at least one winner 

per grade each month. All students who participate for all three months will have their names 

entered into an additional raffle at the Reading Celebration to win a four-pack of tickets to the 

New England Aquarium in Boston. Tickets must be turned in by the monthly deadlines to be 

eligible for the raffles. 

Finally, Iôd like to thank all the fabulous volunteers who helped us to get ready for the reading 

program, especially Patti Dextradeur and Deidre Doherty who chaired the committee. A lot of 

hard work and time is put into making the assembly happen, putting up the bulletin boards, and 

preparing for the assembly. Iôd also like to thank the teachers who participated in our kick-off 

assembly.

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Children and Cyberspace, What Every Parent Should Know 

The junior cyber-social world is booming.  There are currently more than 100 childrenôs Social Networking sites either up 

and running or in the development stages.  Sites like Club Penguin, and webkinz are popping up everywhere.  Since this 

is relatively new territory, there is no way to know just how safe it is for children to participate without a high degree of 

supervision. 

 It is estimated that by the end of 2010, there will be 150 million children utilizing these sites.*  Taking into consideration 

this degree of growth, the rate at which technology is changing and the age range that these sites are set up for, what 

can parents look for when they are choosing sites for their kids to play on? 

In an article written for Good Housekeeping titled ñI was an undercover Penguinò author Sharon Duke Estroff, has iso-

lated a few critical areas for parents.  

A virtual playground is still a playground.** These sites allow children to branch out and meet other children, as well as 

maintain relationships with real-life friends.  The bad news is there are still opportunities for these virtual Avatars to mis-

behave no matter how diligently the authors of the site work to keep the chat civil.  Even though the site offers limited 

vocabulary to be used on them, it does not mean that kids cannot find a way to misbehave or even bully someone else. 

All play is not equal.**  In these virtual worlds, parents need to be cognizant of the fact that the imaginary world has al-

ready been created and children are simply playing within that world.  There is no opportunity for children to use their 

imaginations to create the environments in which to play.  No matter how creatively these sites have been designed, it in 

no way replaces children using their own imaginations and participating in creative play. 

Kids can become virtual materialists.** Although these sites bill themselves as places for kids to come and connect with 

other kids to play, there is another aspect that parents need to keep in mind.  All of these sites have games that allow 

kids to acquire money and buy virtual possessions on-line for their Avatars.  Although in some cases this can help chil-

dren understand the relationship between earning and buying, the constant earn and buy nature of these sites my give 

kids a skewed sense of what is nice to have and what is need to have.  Remember these sites do not lend themselves to 

teaching kids to earn and save, but rather to earn and buy. 

In cyberspace, kids grow up even faster.**  Given the age range that most of these sites are set up to accommodate, it is 

inevitable that you will find statements being made that may not be appropriate for everyone or every age.  Parents can 

find such things as ñSheôs a Hotttie, Will you be my girlfriend/boyfriend, nerd, weirdo or Cute girl/boy.  Parents need to 

pay close attention to what vocabulary can be used on these sites and whether or not it is appropriate for their child at 

their age.  Again, kids are smart and older kids can find ways around vocabulary limitations on these sites.   

The main points to remember when allowing children to use these sites are the main points that parents need to follow 

with all internet use: 

1. Keep computers where you can see them and monitor your childrenôs use of websites.   

2. Parents should be just as savvy as their kids are on the websites they use. 

3. Supply your child/children with behavior guidelines.  What is acceptable and what is not. 

4. Limit the amount of time children uses websites. 

5. Children need real relationships in their lives and not just virtual ones.
