Absence Call-In Procedure 

Please provide the following information when calling the Jefferson Schoolôs Attendance Line at 508-541-2120 when your child is absent from 

school: Students name, classroom number or teacherôs name, and date of absence only ...  Please do NOT leave the following information: 

Requests for homework, messages for classroom teacher or for Solutions personnel or confidential medical information é Please speak to the 

nurse directly ...We encourage parents/guardians to call the nurse any time they have concerns about symptoms or an illness. Specific reasons to 

call the nurse: A new medical diagnosis, or a change in your childôs health status (i.e. the diagnosis of an allergy, a newly prescribed medication), 

any change(s) in a current medication, a  serious injury such as an illness or hospitalization, a fracture, sprain, stitches, cast or need for crutches/

wheelchair, a contagious disease such as chicken pox, flu, strep throat, whooping cough (pertussis), salmonella, measles, etcé, if there are any 

recent changes in your family that may affect your child; such as, a birth, recent loss, or sudden illness.  If your child is absent for an extended 

period of time with atypical symptoms for a prolonged period of time do not hesitate to call the nurse to share information. 

Notes from the Health Office           

Flu prevention tips that families, students, 

and school personnel can do to keep from 

getting sick and spreading the flu: 

Practicing good hand hygiene.   Students 

and staff members should wash their hands 

often with soap and water, especially after 

coughing or sneezing. Alcohol-based hand 

cleaners are also effective.  

Practicing respiratory etiquette. The main 

way that the flu spreads is from person to 

person in the droplets produced by coughs 

and sneezes, so itôs important to cover your 

mouth and nose with a tissue when you 

cough or sneeze. If you donôt have a tissue, 

cough or sneeze into your elbow or shoulder, 

not into your hands.  

Staying home if youôre sick.  Keeping sick 

students at home means that they keep their 

viruses to themselves rather than sharing 

them with others. 

Please note: School policy states that 

children must be 24 hours without a fever 

before they can return to school.

Make sure to help your child 

select “just right” books for him/her to 

read independently. By “just right,” I 

mean a text where the child can read 

almost all of the words independ-

ently.

Often, it can be difficult 

for the child to follow the storyline 

from the beginning to the end of a 

very long book, especially since 

thicker books tend to have more 

characters and more storylines. If 

your child is very interested in a thick 

book, read it aloud to him/her. That 

way, you both can enjoy the story 

and you can ask your child questions 

each time you sit down together to 

refresh his/her memory of the plot.
