Steps for Sizing a Photo from iPhoto to bring into QuickSite

1. Create a New Folder for your photos on the Desktop or place in your Documents folder. Name it QuickSite Photos.

2. Go to iPhoto and click to select your photo.

3. Go to File >Export 

4. A dialogue box comes up EXPORT PHOTOS
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5. Under Images – >Format: JPG (change from Original in the pull down menu)

6. BE SURE to Change Format first before you resize.

7. Under size > Scale Image (click on button to choose)

8. Choose 250 * 188 (or whatever the computer assigns for the 2nd number- depending on the size of your photos

9. Choose Export (bottom right button in the box)

10.  Drop down box ask that you Save As ___ Create a simple name such

As falltree1, falltree3, etc. (no spaces in the names, rather than leave the assigned number iPhoto gives your photo)

11.  Click OK

12.  In QuickSite Upload just as you would any graphic.

*Choose Upload from the left side of QuickSite and copy and paste the image address.

*Three of the 250 sized photos fit across in a row. See Dolores Sherlock’s photo gallery for an example, if you’d like your pictures 3 across in a row.
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
